Winner (Above 10,001 Student Population) — Norfolk City Public Schools

Wellness and Physical Activity
Winner (Below 10,000 Student Population) — Shenandoah County Public Schools
Winner (Above 10,001 Student Population) — Roanoke County Public Schools
